Sunday 31 July 2011 was a wonderful day here in San Fele,  the birth place of St. Justine. Certainly it was the closing ceremony day for the 150° jubilee year of his Transit to heaven.  The diocese of Melfi organized and celebrated the whole year from July 2010 up to 31 July 2011 where I was fully participating in order to let his countrymen know something about his life and sanctity.  We had Novena and were directed with the participation of Abba Mussie Zeray diocesan from the Vatican college. 
Especially the last three days were fully booked:

On Friday 29 there was a special TV programme with some interviews made to P. Giuseppe GUERRA and Mons. Gianfranco TODISCO (the bishop of the diocese). The title of the programme was “SAN GIUSTINO DA JACOBIS SAN FELE D’ORO, NELL’AMBITO DI SPIRITUALIA GLI EVENTI DELL’ANIMA” that included different famous people who gave their testimony of faith and art as well got the “PREMIO SAN GIUSTINO”.

On Saturday 30, at 18.00 pm there was mass where 5 Eritrean Priests participated and after the mass followed the procession which took almost 3 hours accompanied with a very heavy statue of St. Justine as well his relics and some images. 

On Sunday 31 the very day the particular moment started at 15.00 hrs which venerated the TRANSITO (the very moment which in the valley of ALIGEDE Saint Justine surrendered his life to heaven), followed the mass presided by his Excellency Right Rev. Fernando FILONI, “Prefect of the Congregation for the Evangelization of the Peoples ”, and Right Rev. Gianfranco TODISCO the bishop of the diocese, Don Vincenzo Vicar general, Abba Zeracristos Yosief CM Assistant general, P. Varghese Thottamkara CM (India) Assistant General. P.Giuseppe GUERRA CM Provincial of Naples, Abba Teclezghi Bahta CM Rector of Ethiopian Collage in Vatican, Abba Mussie Zeray, Abba Tewodros Ghebrtensaie (Cist) P.Giovanni D’ERCOLE CM Superior of Melfi, P. Biagio FALCO CM Superior at Bisceglie, P. Paolo MANIGLIO CM Superior at Lecce, P. Giuseppe FIORENTINO CM Naples, P. Vincenzo LAZZARINI CM in Hebo-Eritrea and Abba Teclemicael Tekeste CM  in Melfi as well other parish priests totally were 25 celebrants. 

At the end of the mass we 5 Eritrean priests praised St. Justine with a symbolic and meaningful geez hymn. (Aman Be Aman Yacob Abe Memher).   

It was a colourful and a nice ceremony, soon after the mass,  poured a very heavy rain with thunder and lightening for us it was a blessing but for many people it has became like a  “Guasta Feste”.
